SCRIPTURE: Acts 2:1-21

2 When Pentecost Day arrived, they were all together in
one place. 2Suddenly a sound from heaven like the howling
of a fierce wind filled the entire house where they were
sitting. 3 They saw what seemed to be individual flames of
fire alighting on each one of them. # They were all filled with
the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other languages as the
Spirit enabled them to speak.

>There were pious Jews from every nation under heaven
living in Jerusalem. ® When they heard this sound, a crowd
gathered. They were mystified because everyone heard
them speaking in their native languages. ’ They were
surprised and amazed, saying, “Look, aren’t all the people
who are speaking Galileans, every one of them? 8 How
then can each of us hear them speaking in our native

That’s why | said that the Spirit takes what is
mine and will proclaim it to you.

MESSAGE: “How to make God known to the world?”

Last week we learned that the work Jesus is calling us to
continue, is making God known to the world. The world is a
big place with many people of different cultures,
ethnicities, economic issues, languages, and also physical
and mental abilities. This miracle that happened to the
disciples that allowed them to preach to people of other
languages was wonderful.

Yet, | think for us, language is not the issue to spread
the good news. Well, yes, we have different slang or
pronunciation of words. I've even detected what | call a
Southern lllinois Twang from a roommate | had in school.
Yet there are other barriers to sharing God’s Word. I'm
thinking of the best way to speak to youth, or how to make
children understand difficult religious concepts that we
ourselves find confusing.

The Holy Spirit helps us to adapt to these types of
situations. We have children’s Sunday School, children and
youth Bibles, Vacation Bible School, youth mission trips,
Church Camp, etc.

However, there are other people who have a difficult
time with communication. How do we reach those who
cannot hear, cannot see, cannot speak? Those who don’t
remember and those whose brains have become injured,
old, or jumbled, such as long-term care centers. How do we
reach these people?

As we have found during this pandemic, when schools
want to teach via computer, what about those who can’t
communicate that way. They can’t afford computers and
the internet. Even if they could, perhaps there is no
internet where they live. They may have a telephone but



you can’t teach for hours on the phone. How can we reach
them?

And what about those people who won’t listen because
they believe they have been hurt by God. For example,
“Why didn’t God stop the covid that killed so many
people?”

And then there are those in our communities that seem
to be voiceless and invisible. Everybody else tells them
what to think, where to live, where to get a job, how to
raise their children, how to dress, how to fix their hair. The
opinions and needs of these people are never heard. No
one wants to listen to them.

It may not be enough to know how to speak in many
languages. This task of making God known might be harder
than we thought it would be. Maybe the Holy Spirit can
help us. Pray about it and see what happens. Amen.

PRAYERS OF THE PEOPLE:

O Holy One, we are hungry for your Spirit, even if we don’t
understand it. Yet we trust you to share your wisdom and
your compassion to all of us, that we may share the same

with others. Help us know the Holy Spirit as we know Jesus.

We need to trust that the Holy Spirit is always with us to
guide and protect us and to give us the inspiration and
energy to work for others, as Jesus did. Guide us to make
God known to the world in any way we can.

This day we lift up all those on our prayer list, and all
others who struggle with their health, physically, mentally,
or spiritually. We pray for those who are innocent victims
of the conflict in the Middle East. Both sides believe their
god is the true god, yet they forget that it is the same God

for all sides, all people, all customs, all cultures, all ways to
worship. Help them realize that peace is the best for all
people, including themselves. Teach us to be the
peacemakers for all, as we pray in the name of your son,
Jesus.

THE LORD’S PRAYER: Our Father in heaven, hallowed be
your name, your kingdom come, your will be done on
earth as it is in heaven. Give us today our daily bread. And
forgive us our debts as we forgive our debtors. And lead
us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil. For thine
is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory forever.
Amen.

INVITATION TO THE OFFERING:

As people of God, we are called by the Spirit to continue
the work of Jesus and the disciples who sought to build up
beloved community. We are each equipped by the Spirit
with particular skills, gifts, passions, abilities, and
experiences to continue that work.

In these moments of quiet and reflection: what is it that
you have been gifted with and are open to offering this day
to bring about God’s beloved community on Earth?

BENEDICTION:

That Pentecost day, with the Spirit in the air,

the disciples were suddenly clear about their stories

and their intention to share their stories with the world.
Maybe it was the rushing wind that had jolted them out of
complacency.

Maybe it was the dancing tongues of fire that landed on
each one that ignited them to action.



Maybe it was the hope that comes with having the
Companion, the Advocate, nearby.

Whichever it was, the disciples found their authentic voices
and soon after discovered they had a story to share with
the world.

Go forth into this day, with the Spirit in the air,

to share your stories of God’s love with the world.

Go forth into the world in the name of God, the one who
creates you;

go in the name of the Jesus who shows us the way;

and go in the name of the Holy Spirit,

who is with us now and always.
